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Challenges in Road Transport
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�

� Road congestion leads to economic losses of about 
1 % of the GDP (~ 115 billion €).� Each year still more than 35.000 citizens
are killed on the road.� Road transport accounts for more than 70% of 
transport-related CO2 emissions.
� Transport is the only sector where

CO2 emissions still grow
(2010-20: +15%)

� Reduction of congestion by 5-15%
� dynamic traffic & freight management, dynamic 

navigation, electronic toll collection� 5-15% less fatalities and 5-10% less injuries
� electronic stability control (ESC), lane keeping 

support, speed alert, emergency call (eCall)� 10-20% less CO2 emissions
� road charging, access management,

eco-driving support, multi-modality

� Aims: compatibility, interoperability and  continuity� Binding Measures :
� Adopted as “delegated acts” (Art 290 TFEU)
� Functional, technical, organisational, service provisions
� Based on standards (where appropriate)
� Impact assessment prior to adoption� Obligations for Member States
� ensure use of specifications when ITS is deployed
� cooperate in respect to priority areas
� deployment obligation only after adoption
